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Screw the included green watering 
nozzle onto a water bottle. 1liter 
seltzer bottles work great, and if 
you don't have one, go drink some 
seltzer!
*Important* Plant your Seedsheet 
within the recommended planting 
time on the back of the packaging
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Place your container indoors in a safe space, 
and water daily each morning to keep the pods 
moist until the seeds germinate. Once first 
plants sprout, move your garden outside into 
full sunlight, and continue watering daily 
until all plants sprout. Bring your garden 
indoors if temps fall below 40ºf, or if rain or 
wind storms are forecasted.

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Continue to evenly and gently 
water each pod after the pod 
material has fully dissolved, until 
you use the entirety of the 1L 
bottle of water. The soil contained 
inside of the pods should become 
noticably saturated, and it is fine 
if a little soil spills out. 
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To water your Seedsheet for the 
first time, first place the full 
fabric container in a sink to drain 
excess water. Using the 1l bottle 
and misting nozzle, gently and 
gradually squirt water over each 
pod until the material completely 
dissolves. 
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
