= recognized by their whorl of three leaves and showy flowers.

Growing Instructions: Trilliums demand rich, slightly acid, woodsy soil that never dries out so some care
is required in choosing a site

Care Tip: In order for Trillium to thrive in the home garden, one must mimic their native habitat by providing moist,
well draining soil enriched with organic matter. Once established, they require little maintenance or care.

Heighi: Grows 6-12" tall
Spacing: Plant 12" apart, 2" deep
