Quick Flowers To get the quickest flowers possible, they like very
warm conditions. If your days are quite warm, keep them outside in
a mostly shaded location upon planting and they will rapidly shoot
up flower stems. Once you see your bulbs sprout, place them in an
area that gets 1-2 hours of morning light.

Indoons/Outdoons These bulbs can be grown indoors all year round
or outside in the summer and indoors in the winter. If planting and
growing these bulbs inside, they must be grown in a very sunny
window to generate strong growth. When grown outside in the
summer, they should be brought indoors and grown as a lovely
houseplant once the night temperatures start to dip below 50F.
